Moved by their condition, and anguished by what [ learnt about the status of the Central
and State governments’ commitments about the relief and rehabilitation of the victims
of these attacks, | am constrained to write this letter to you.

Kindly refer to your letter to me, dated 30 August 2006, in response to my letter
to you, dated 2 August 2006, on the afore-mentioned subject. You had, inter alia,
assured that —

All the hospital bills and other expenditure on medical {rcatment have been
bome by the Indian Railways.

The applications received for jobs to the next ot kin of those who died in these
ncidents are being processed.

The cases of persons who may lose their livelihood due to permanent disability
will also be considered sympathetically for jobs to the next of kin,

A Special Bench of the Railway Claims Tribunal has been set up to deal with
